The investigation program of the United States Geological Survey as
outlined in a letter, dated October 18, 1950, to the State' Engineers of
Utah and Wyoming and the State Reclamation Engineer of Idaho and adopted
by the Compact Commission at Meeting No. 3 at Evanston, Wyoming has proceeded
as outlined, except the proposed g8fj1ng station on Bear River below Thomas
Fork has.not been installed and the gaging station on Cutler Reservoir has
been discontinued. ·The decision of the Engineering Committee to not con­
sider the depletion method removed .ost of the need for the Bear River
below Thomas 'ork gaging station. !he Cutler Reservoir gaging station
vas discontinued on recol'lJllendation of' the Engineering Committee "because
records obtained at the station did not show correct usable reservoir
contents.

Considerable work has been done in the Logan Project Office in assem­
bling permanent files of the analysis studies and original prints that
have peen"prepared in correction with reports. This project is not yet
completed but will be in the near future.
